Dear Booster Club Members…

We ask for your genuine participation in gathering 2008 Team Sponsors!  Our goal is to gather from 40 to 70 sponsors.  This effort will raise significant funds for the following: upgraded batting cage facility, miscellaneous field maintenance upgrades, equipment and baseball tournaments.  We’re asking our community to reach out and help us raise the necessary funds.

Who to ask?  Local community business such as:  Dentists, Doctors, Beauty Salons, Restaurants and businesses you frequent around town.  Also consider personal family and friends banners to cheer on your favorite player!
Presentation:  We have put together a 3 page packet explaining the sponsor program. The 6’ x 3’ banner will be made with wording and logo of their choice.  We will display the banner advertising on our baseball field for the entire season!  They will also be listed as our sponsor on the official booster club website.  If they renew sponsorship for the 2009 season using the same banner, the sponsorship cost will go down as listed on the order form.  
Design Sheet Sketch: Understand what the sponsor would like printed on the banner.  Make sure the design sheet is filled out completely so that it can be easily understood.  

Banner Material:  This is the banner itself and will be the background color.  Color backgrounds cost $10.00 more than white. 
Please be aware that the Green Banner material is a Dark Green.  The Green Copy/Wording is more of a Kelly Green.
Colors:  We are offering several basic colors.  Do not promise exact shades of color.  There are similar color examples on the order form itself.  Some color combinations are not suggested: Yellow & White, Black & Blue, Blue & Green, Black & Green.
Color 1 can cover 75% or less of the banner.  Color 2 can cover 25% or less of the banner.  Otherwise special quotes needed.
If additional colors are needed special quotes are needed.  Please keep it simple and stick with 1 or 2 colors on a banner.
Logos:  We MUST have the correct “vector based line art” file format to work with to avoid additional art set-up costs…and time.  We are looking for an “.eps” art file.  Our printer does have the capability to convert and recreate art at an additional cost.  An art quote will be needed without an .eps file format.  We cannot provide photo or dot images.
Order Form:  Make sure everything is completely filled out.  All sponsor and club member contact information must be listed in case there are questions.  There should be a box checked on each line of the order form.  An order is NOT complete and ready without ALL of the following:  1) completed order form,  2) design sheet sketch,  3) check,  4) paper copy of logo, 
 5) logo art file on disk OR logo art file emailed to Debbie at: daginaz@cox.net.   A separate order form will be needed for each banner ordered.  
Checks:  Make checks payable to Higley High School Baseball Booster Club.  
Submit the Order:  Club Members should drop off completed orders at the home of Debbie & Jeff Gundlach for processing.  Call Debbie at 480-663-3349 to arrange a drop off time.  Orders in by Feb 1st should be displayed by the first home game.
Follow Up:  Debbie will follow up with the Club Member and Sponsor to let them know everything is complete and the order has been started.  Orders cannot start with missing information or incorrect logo art files.  
Art Proof:  Debbie will email the sponsor a color art proof in approximately three days.  This proof needs to be checked for design, color, placement, spelling etc.  Debbie will need the sponsor to initial the proof and fax their approval back to her at 
480-279-4966, or provide a copy.   Any delay in the art approval process will create a delay in the order.  

First Come First Serve Field Placement:  We are NOT guaranteeing specific spots on the field.  No White Banners will be displayed in the outfield.  Sponsors will be given a priority number after art work has been approved.
We need to allow about three weeks for banners to be complete and displayed on the field.  We have no time to waste before our opening game on February 20th.  There is no cut-off time for ordering, although sponsors might miss display time at games.  The Club will keep all sponsor renewal banners in good condition, unless design changes are requested.                    (REV 01-16-08)
